GETTING STARTED

Mounting the niivi on the Windshield

Check your state and local traffic laws before mounting. Currently, state laws in California and Minnesota prohibit
drivers from using suction mounts on their windshields while operating motor vehicles. Other Garmin dashboard or
friction mounting options should be used. See the Important Safety and Product Information guide for more details.

To mount the niivi on your dashboard, see page 53.

To mount the niivi using the suction cup mount:
1. Plug the power cable into the bottom of the mount. Plug the other end into a
12/24-Volt receptacle in your vehicle.

2. Clean and dry your windshield and the suction cup with a lint-free cloth. Place
the suction cup on the windshield.

Flip the lever back, toward the windshield.
Flip up the GPS antenna. Fit the bottom of your nivi into the cradle.
Tilt the nlivi back until it snaps into place.

If you are using a traffic receiver in Europe, secure the traffic antenna and
suction cups to the windshield.

Press and hold the () Power button on the top of the niivi.

Charging the nuvi

To charge the niivi, use one of the following methods:
o Connect the nlvi to the suction mount and the
12/24-\olt car adapter.

o Connect the USB cable to the niivi and your computer.
o Connect the AC adapter to the nivi and wall outlet (included with the nivi 660).

Acquiring Satellites
Before the niivi can find your current location and navigate a route, you must do the
following:

>

1. Go outdoors to an open area, away from tall buildings and
trees.

2. Flip up the GPS antenna on the back of the nivi, so that it
is parallel to the ground.

3. Turn on the niivi. Acquiring satellite signals can take a few

The bars indicate satellite signal strength. When the bars are green, the niivi has
acquired satellite signals; now you can select a destination and navigate to it. To use
the niivi indoors, close the GPS antenna.

Changing the Volume, Brightness, and Screen Lock

1. Press and quickly release the ¢(!) Power button, or on the Menu page, touch

2. Touch [l or Il to adjust the volume and brightness. To prevent accidental
screen taps, touch Lock.

Resetting Your nivi
If the niivi screen stops functioning, turn the niivi off and on again. If this does not
help, do the following:

1. Disconnect the nlvi from external power. (2]

2. Flip up the GPS antenna. <
3. Press the Reset button.

Connect the niivi to a power source. The niivi
should automatically turn back on and operate
normally.

Clearing User Information
CAUTION: This procedure deletes all information that you have entered.

1. Hold your finger on the lower-right corner of the niivi screen while you turn on
the nuvi. Keep your finger pressed until the pop-up window appears.

2. Touch Yes. All factory settings are restored. Your Favorites and audio
bookmarks are also deleted.

Using the Anti-Theft Feature
Garmin Lock™ is an anti-theft feature. You can set a four-digit PIN (personal
identification number) and a security location; then every time the niivi is powered on
you must enter the PIN or drive to your security location. Select any location, such as
your home or office, for your security location. Write down your PIN, and keep it in a
safe place. If you forget your PIN, you can go to your security location to unlock the
niivi.
To help prevent theft of the niivi, apply the Garmin Lock™ sticker to the inside of a
vehicle window, and do the following:

1. Flip up the GPS antenna.
On the Menu page, touch ] Settings > System.
Touch the button next to Garmin Lock. Touch OK.
Enter a four-digit PIN. Touch Yes to accept the PIN.
Touch OK. Drive to a security location, and touch Set.
Each time you turn on the niivi, enter the four-digit PIN or drive to the security
location (with the antenna up).

@ NOTE: If you forget your PIN and your security location, you must send your niivi
to Garmin to get it unlocked.

Finding Your Destination
Flip up the antenna on the niivi to get satellite signals. Then, use the Garmin niivi to
find your destination and navigate to it.

1. On the Menu page, touch % Where to.

2. Select a category. (Touch the arrows to see more categories.)

4. Touch Go.

Following Your Route

Follow the route to your destination using the Map page. As you travel, the niivi
guides you to your destination with voice prompts, arrows on the map, and directions
at the top of the Map page.

You can add one stop to your route. The niivi gives you directions to the stop and then to
your final destination.
1. When navigating a route, touch ® Where to on the Menu page.
2. Search for a location at which you want to stop before your final destination.
3. Touch Go.
4. Select whether you want this stop to be the new final destination, or whether
you want to insert this stop before your final destination.

Adding a Detour to Your Route
If you want the niivi to try to calculate a new route to avoid something ahead of you,
use the following procedure.

1. On the Map page, select B to return to the Menu page.

2. Touch Detour, and the niivi creates a new route, if possible.

The niivi attempts to get you back on your original route, as soon as possible. If
the route you are currently taking is the only reasonable option, the niivi might not
calculate a detour.

Stopping Your Route

If you want to stop your current route, return to the Menu page and touch Stop.

Enter your Audible user name and password. Click Next.

Connect your niivi to your computer using the USB cable. Wait a few moments
for AudibleManager to detect your nivi.

Select Activate my player(s), and click Next.

Please wait while AudibleManager attempts to activate your nivi. Upon
completion, you will receive a message saying the process has been
successful. Click Finish.

@ NOTE: If you are unable to connect to the Internet or have any other problems
activating your niivi, refer to the AudibleManager Help file. Select Help from the
menu, and then click Help.

Step 2: Download the book to your computer
Refer to AudibleManager’s Help file for detailed instructions about downloading
books to your computer and loading them on your niivi.

1. Connect the niivi to your computer.

2. From your computer’s desktop, double-click the AudibleManager icon to open
AudibleManager.

3. Click the Go to My Library Online button on the top center of
the window. Your Audible.com library opens, displaying the books you have
purchased.

4. Click Get it Now to download the book to your computer.
5. Select a format, and click Download.

Step 3: Transfer the book to your niivi

Refer to AudibleManager’s Help file for detailed instructions about downloading
books to your computer and loading them on your niivi. You must first activate your
niivi before transferring books.

1. Connect the niivi to your computer.

2. Open AudibleManager.

3. Select the Internal Drive or External Drive (SD card) in the lower portion of the
window. (Insert an SD card into your nivi, if loading books onto an SD card.)
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4. Select the book title. Click the Add to Garmin - niivi button in the top
left corner.

5. Select how much of the book you want to load. You can load small sections at
a time to save memory. Click OK. AudibleManager transfers the book to your
navi.

6. When you are finished, double-click the Unplug or Eject Hardware icon .
Click Stop, and then click OK.

Viewing Pictures
You can view pictures that you have stored in your niivi using the Picture Viewer. See
page 35 for more information about loading pictures onto your niivi.

1. On the Menu page, touch [ Travel Kit > @ Picture Viewer.
2. Touch a picture to view a larger image of it.

@ TIP: Touch Rotate to rotate the image 90°.

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UsiNng BLUETOOTH® TECHNOLOGY

If you have a phone with Bluetooth wireless technology, and your phone is supported
by the niivi (see www.garmin.com/bluetooth), you can use your niivi as a hands-

free device. Hands-free phone features on the niivi are only available if your phone
supports that feature using Bluetooth technology (for example, phone book, voice
dial, and call waiting). You can speak into the front of the niivi, and listen to the
conversation over the niivi speaker (or FM stereo, if available). To use this hands-
free feature, you must pair (connect) your phone with the niivi. You can initiate this
pairing from the phone settings or from the niivi settings. Refer to your phone’s
documentation for more information.

To pair using the phone settings:
1. Access the phone’s Settings menu.

2. Access the phone’s Bluetooth technology settings. Sometimes these are in a
Bluetooth, Connections, or Hands-free menu.

3. Search for devices. The nlivi must be 10 meters or closer and turned on.
4. Select the nlivi from the list of devices.

5. Enter the nivi PIN (personal identification number), 1234, into your phone.
To pair using the niivi settings:

1. Confirm that your phone is supported by the nivi.
(See www.garmin.com/bluetooth.)

2. On the Menu page, touch ] Settings > Bluetooth.
3. Ensure that the Bluetooth button is set to Enabled.
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4. Touch Add (or Change, if you already added).

5. If adding, set your phone to Find Me/Discoverable mode, and touch OK on the
nivi. Select your phone on the list. Enter passkey 1234 on your phone, when
prompted.

OR
If changing, select your phone and touch OK, or touch Add Device and OK.
6. If the pairing is successful, the & Phone icon appears on the niivi Menu page.
When you turn on the niivi, it tries to pair with the last phone with which it paired.

After the initial pairing, you can set some phones to automatically attempt pairing
with a designated device when the phone is turned on.

To enable or disable the Bluetooth technology:
1. On the Menu page, touch R Settings > Bluetooth.

2. Set the Bluetooth field to Enabled to turn on the Bluetooth technology of your
navi. The [ Bluetooth icon appears on the Menu page if the nlvi is enabled.

To disconnect your niivi from your phone, or to prevent a phone from
automatically pairing, touch Disabled.

Calling a Number
1. Ensure that your phone is paired with the nivi.

2. On the Menu page, touch & Phone > &, Dial.
3. Enter the number, and touch Dial.
4. To end the call, touch ¢, and then touch End Call.
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If you are calling a number that requires that you enter information using a keypad
during the call (for example, entering a password for your voicemail), do the
following:

1 During the call, touch ¢ > Call Options > Touch Tones.

2. Enter the information. Touch Back twice, when finished.

3. Toend the call, touch End Call.

Calling a Place
1. Ensure that your phone is paired with the nivi.

2. On the Menu page, touch & Phone > @® Food, Hotels.
3. Search for the place that you want to call.

4. Touch Dial.

5. Toend the call, touch ¢, and then touch End Call.

@ NOTE: You can also call a place that you find using the Where to menu.

Receiving a Call
1. Ensure that your phone is paired with the nivi.

2. When you receive a call, a message appears on the nivi. Touch Answer.
3. Toend the call, touch ¢, and then touch End Call.
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Using Call Waiting
If you get a call waiting call, the niivi displays the Incoming Call window. Touch
Answer. The first call is placed on hold.

To switch between calls:
1. Touch @ to open the In Call menu.

2. Touch Switch To.
3. Touch End Call to hang up; this does not disconnect the call on hold.

Transferring Audio to Your Phone
This feature can be helpful if you are using the hands-free features of the niivi, and
you want to get out of a vehicle without disconnecting your call.

To transfer audio to your phone:
1. During the call, touch ¢ > Call Options > Transfer Audio to Phone.

2. Continue your call using your mobile phone.

Using the Phone Book

If your phone supports phone book transfer, when your phone pairs with the niivi,
the phone book automatically loads into the niivi. After pairing, it might take a few
minutes for the phone book to be available. You can then place a call using your
phone book entries. On the Menu page, touch & Phone > Phone Book.
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Using Call History
Touch Call History to access information about the phone numbers that you last
dialed, last received calls from, and those calls that you missed.

Calling Home
1. Touch Call Home to set up or change your home information, so that you can
quickly call home.

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FM Transmitter Tips

The FM transmitter is intended to transmit your niivi’s audio to your FM stereo.
Do not adjust your FM settings while you are driving your vehicle.

When searching for an appropriate FM frequency on your FM stereo, look for an
unused frequency that has steady, consistent static. If you hear slight noises and
sounds in the background of the static, choose a different frequency.

As you travel, you might need to change the frequency for the FM transmitter.
A frequency not used by a radio station in your area might be used by a station
elsewhere.

As you drive, you may notice changes in the background static even though there

is no FM station using that channel. You may notice this as you drive through
intersections where certain kinds of traffic lights or other municipal electronic
systems are operating. You might also notice this effect when the terrain changes,
allowing distant stations to be received by your car stereo that were not received
when you made your initial frequency selection. These and other sources of electrical
interference may make it necessary to look for another frequency.

The distance between the 12-Volt adapter, the niivi, and the FM stereo antenna may
also affect the noise level. Vehicles with antennas located far away, such as a rear-
mounted antenna, may experience more interference from outside noise sources than
vehicles with front-mounted antennas.

About—display your niivi’s software version number, unit ID number, and audio
version number. You need this information to update the system software or purchase
additional map data.
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Changing the Locale Settings

To change the locale settings, on the Menu page, touch ] Settings > Locale.

View the location settings, such as language. Touch the setting that you want to
change, or touch Change All to adjust the settings based on a selected country. On
each screen, touch the setting you want, and then touch OK.

Text Language—change all on-screen text to the selected language. Changing the
Text Language does not change the language of map data, such as street names and
places or user-entered data.

Voice Language—change the language for all voice prompts and messages. Your
niivi might contain two different types of voice languages: text-to-speech (niivi 660
only) and pre-recorded.

Languages noted with a person’s name are text-to-speech (TTS) voices: for
example, American English-Jill is a text-to-speech voice. The text-to-speech
voices “read” and “speak” the same words that are displayed on the niivi. The
voices have an extensive vocabulary, and they pronounce the street names as
you approach turns.

The pre-recorded voices have a limited vocabulary and do not speak names of
locations or streets.

Time Format—choose a 12-hour, 24-hour, or UTC time format.

Units—Change units of measure to kilometers (Metric) or miles (Statute).
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Changing the Display Settings
To change the display settings, on the Menu page, touch ] Settings > Display.

Color Mode—touch Daytime for a light background, Nighttime for a black
background, or Auto to automatically switch between the two.

Backlight Timeout—touch the length of time the backlight stays on after external
power is removed.

Touch Screen—recalibrates (or realigns) the touch screen to respond properly. Touch

@ NOTE: When Screenshot is On, the Quick Settings screen does not open when you
press the (1) Power button.

Splash Screen—select an image to be shown when you turn on the niivi. You can load
JPEG images on your niivi or SD card using USB Mass Storage Mode.
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Changing the Navigation Settings

To change the navigation settings, on the Menu page, touch ] Settings > Navigation.
Route Preference—touch a preference for calculating your route.
Vehicle—touch your vehicle type to optimize routes.

Avoidances—touch Enabled to access the road types. Select the road types you want
to avoid on your routes. The niivi uses these road types only if alternative routes take
you too far out of your way or if no other roads are available. If you have an FM
traffic receiver, you can also avoid traffic incidents.

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Mounting the niivi on Your Dashboard
Use the enclosed mounting disk to mount your niivi to the dashboard.

Important: The permanent mounting adhesive is extremely difficult to remove after
it is installed.

To install the mounting disk:
1. Clean and dry the dashboard where you want
to place the disk.

2. Remove the backing from the permanent
mounting adhesive on the bottom of the .

Removing the niivi and the Mount

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Caring for Your niivi

Your niivi contains sensitive electronic components that can be permanently damaged
if exposed to excessive shock or vibration. To minimize the risk of damage to your
niivi, avoid dropping your niivi and operating it in high shock/vibration environments.

Cleaning the niivi

The niivi is constructed of high quality materials and does not require user
maintenance other than cleaning. Clean the niivi’s outer casing (not the touch screen)
using a cloth dampened with a mild detergent solution and then wipe dry. Avoid
chemical cleaners and solvents that can damage plastic components.

Cleaning the Touch Screen

Clean the touch screen with a soft, clean, lint-free cloth. Use water, isopropyl alcohol,
or eyeglass cleaner, if needed. Apply the liquid to the cloth and then gently wipe the
touch screen.

Protecting Your niivi

* Do not store the niivi where prolonged exposure to extreme temperatures can
occur (such as in the windshield), as permanent damage may result.

Do not expose the niivi to water. Contact with water can cause the niivi to
malfunction.

* Though a PDA stylus can also be used to operate the touch screen, never
attempt this while operating a vehicle. Never use a hard or sharp object to
operate the touch screen, because it can damage the screen.

+ Keep the niivi in the leather carrying case when not in use.
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Avoiding Theft
+ To avoid theft, remove the niivi and mount from sight when not in use. Remove
the mark on the windshield left by the suction cup.

Changing the Fuse

Your niivi’s battery should last 3 to 7 hours, depending on usage.

* To extend the battery life, reduce the time the backlight stays on. On the Menu
page, select < Settings > Display > Backlight Timeout to change the setting.

¢ Close the antenna when you do not need to receive GPS signals.

Do not leave your niivi in direct sunlight, and avoid prolonged exposure to
excessive heat.
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Battery Gauge

The battery icon in the upper-right corner of the Menu page indicates the status of the
internal battery. Periodically, you might notice that the battery gauge is not completely
accurate.
